On June 9, 2005, the Commission voted unanimously to support the concept of mixed-income residential development on the Rosedale parcel on 17th Street between D and E Streets, NE as proposed by IDS/DC.

Our understanding is that IDS/DC proposes to build 28 units consisting of 14 three-story attached structures, each with a ground-level flat and a stacked townhouse. The 14 townhouses and four of the flats would be sold at market rate. The ten remaining flats would be below sold market rate: eight affordable for low income residents and two affordable for moderate income residents. IDS/DC would provide the financing, and the District would receive an equal split of the profits in exchange for the land.

ANC 6A reserves the right to provide further input on traffic management, architectural style, and unit configuration as more detailed plans are developed. We understand that zoning variances will be required, and this will provide an additional opportunity for involvement in planning and design. ANC 6A also recommends that IDS/DC work with the appropriate Single Member District representative to keep residents informed.
