Kid Power Summer Program

Organization Mission: Kid Power-DC uses local history as the starting point for comprehensive citizenship training.  We believe that by making a personal connection to the past and by acquiring advanced academic and artistic skills, at-risk youth can become powerful neighborhood advocates.  Through this educational process, our students will gain the independence to direct the course of our mission and promote positive social change.  In structured after-school programs, Kid Power-DC provides training in writing, research, filmmaking, and visual and performing arts.              

Program Developments:

· Kid Power-DC completed its first year at Miner Elementary School.  For next year, we will expand our arts program in collaboration with the Georgetown Day School.    

· In the fall, Kid Power-DC will grow to a new site at Tubman Elementary School in partnership with the Edmund Burke School.  

· We are pleased to welcome six new interns who will serve as fall program directors (Eastern High School, Howard University, George Washington University).

· Kid Power-DC completed a panda for the DC Commission on Arts and Humanities’ Pandamania Project.  Our sculpture, Panda L’Enfant, honored Pierre L’Enfant, the original designer of the Federal City in 1791.

· Kid Power-DC forged partnerships with the Kids Café meals program, the Washington Post 500 Club at Eastern High School, the Shakespeare Theatre, the Young Playwrights Theatre, and the African Heritage Dance and Drummers. 

New Sources of Funding:

· Kid Power-DC was accepted into the Combined Federal Campaign of the National Capital Area (#7215).

· In partnership with the City Museum of Washington DC, Kid Power-DC hosted its first Mystery History Hunt, a citywide search for unusual historical landmarks.  Sponsors included the Kid’s Closet, the Willard-Intercontinental Hotel, Wal-mart, BB&T Bank, the Edmund Burke School, the Washington Ballet, XM Satellite Radio, the Woolly Mammoth Theatre, the Shakespeare Theatre, the Coca Cola Company, and CakeLove Bakery.
· Since the start of operations in October 2003, Kid Power-DC has received seven grants, including the Humanities Council of Washington DC, the Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A, the DC Commission on the Arts and Humanities, Npower Greater DC Region, General Electric Healthcare Financial Services, Wal-Mart, and the Maret School.

· The Edmund Burke School and Georgetown Day School have both hosted benefit events.

Program Description: Following on the success of our after-school programs, Kid Power-DC is organizing a small summer camp for its students.  The camp will run for six sessions over the course of the summer.  The purpose is to provide a variety of recreational and educational activities for our kids, as well as ensure program continuity during the break.

Kid Power-DC is seeking support for the documentary film portion of the summer camp.  This program will operate for two sessions on Saturdays during July.  Each session will last for three and a half hours.  The schedule is as follows:

The kids will be divided into two teams and will lead all the activities.  They will take turns with the two main projects: interviews and neighborhood trips.  For the interviews, we will bring in 4-6 neighborhood residents each session to record their memories.  For the trips, we will explore the neighborhood to film the physical environment and conduct on-the-street interviews.  The supervising personnel will include Kid Power-DC staff, two volunteer program directors from Eastern High School, and area artists and filmmakers.  

Public Benefit:  A key component of our summer camp will be the completion of the neighborhood documentary, “The Rosedale Story.”  For the past year, we have been working on this collection of oral testimonies and exploration of historical themes.  These final sessions will allow the students to get a better idea of the scope of their neighborhood.  In September, we hope to show the finished documentary in as many community venues as possible.

Revised Budget Narrative: Kid Power-DC was recently selected to participate in the Art-O-Matic “Funky Furniture” Exhibition at the City Museum in September.  Artists have been asked to create a piece of furniture that explores Washington DC’s past, present, and future.  The Kid Power kids are constructing three “memory chests” to touch on these themes.  The chests will be decorated with original artwork and photographs that display the rich history of the Near Northeast community.  Due to this development, we are asking to revise our recent budget request.  We would like to shift the $140 originally intended for film and film processing towards the purchase of supplies for this art and history project.  Not only will this help us with an exciting new project, but it will also mean a far wider audience for our work and mission.  The organizers of the exhibition expect 500 people in attendance at the opening reception.  In addition, the work will be on display for a month and will be heavily promoted by Art-O-Matic.
