While TFCH receives grants and donations from a variety of sources including individuals, the Capitol Hill Community Foundation, and the Capitol Hill Restoration Society, none of these are contributing to the cost of the Treegators.
14. Statement of Benefit (detailed description of project or activity, who will benefit and in what way)

The District government has been replacing dead street trees.  Residents have been assisting with this effort, both independently and through TFCH. Throughout the drought of 2007 ANC 6A residents and volunteers to TFCH were very successful in sustaining newly planted trees however more could have been done with an increase in materials i.e., “Treegators” and increasingly residents are conscientious of watering during the hot dry months being essential to the survival of the newly planted replacement trees.  The District government relies on residents to perform this service.  The use of Treegators facilitates the deep watering that is most beneficial to the trees.  The gaiters can be reused for several seasons.  If the grant application is funded, TFCH will take responsibility for placing the Treegators on street trees where residents of ANC 6A have committed to watering.  TFCH also collects Treegators at the end of the growing season for re-use in subsequent years.  This benefits the residents of ANC 6A by increasing the survival rate of the trees and therefore the number of trees.  Trees lower air temperatures and noise levels, improve air quality, and provide shade and beauty.  Twenty Treegators were purchased with a grant from ANC 6A in the summer of 2007.  These were immediately put into use and it is clear that there will be significant demand for additional Treegators in the summer of 2008.
