The services proposed should not duplicate those that are already performed by the District government. Grants cannot be made where the funds will be used to purchase food and/or entertainment, or to support festivals.

A grant applicant must:

· submit a written grant application to the Commission;

· describe the proposed project for which the grant is requested;

· state the expected public benefits; and

· state the total cost of the project, including other sources of funding.

Grant requests should be submitted at least six to eight weeks prior to the project or activity date, as they must be reviewed by the Community Outreach Committee before submission to the ANC for consideration.

If your organization has an idea that will benefit the community but hasn’t had the money to do it, this may be your golden opportunity.
