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	Voluntary Agreements

ANC 6A works with establishments that sell liquor within our neighbor-hoods to minimize any negative impacts of their operations. We negotiate legally binding voluntary agreements (VAs) regarding conditions relating to their operations including litter control, garbage removal, loitering, the sale of single containers, and noise.
The ANC developed a standard VA (http://www.anc6a.org/vol Agrees/coopAgreeSep04.pdf) that covers basic elements of cleanliness and responsible operations. Special terms are negotiated when we believe that some unique element might create problems in the neighborhood. Residents are always welcome to offer suggestions and comments regarding these terms at our ABL Committee meetings.

We recently conducted a recog-nition program for the liquor license holders in our ANC who have signed a VA, to let you know they are working with the ANC. That is, they are listening and responding to the community’s concerns. Look for a sticker on their door or window that lets you know they have signed a VA with the ANC.

The best way of enforcing these agreements is to have those of you who live near or who frequent the establishments to be aware of the terms to which they have agreed.
	Pedestrian Master Plan

The DC Department of Transpor-tation has released a final draft of the DC Pedestrian Master Plan (http://tooledesign.com/projects/dc/ reports.html). The plan examines all aspects of the District’s pedestrian environment and is to be imple-mented over ten years. 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	Casey Trees Activities

Casey Trees is a non-profit organization with a mission to restore, enhance, and protect the tree canopy of the nation’s capital. The organization was founded in 2001, and Casey Trees’ first initiative, in 2002, was to inventory the city’s street trees. More than 500 volunteers walked 955 miles, compiling information on 130,000 trees and planting spaces. The information gathered was used by the District’s Urban Forestry Administration (UFA) to establish street tree planting goals, priorities, and maintenance needs. The Tree Map can be viewed online at the organization’s website, www.caseytrees.org.
Since 2003, thousands of people have planted more than 5,000 trees in more than 200 planting events. Tree planting not only makes neighborhoods beautiful, it also engages residents and empowers them to become environmental stewards. Casey Trees provides trees, tools, and technical support to community groups that plant and maintain trees in their neighbor-hoods. In addition to Community Planting Grants that are executed in spring and fall, Casey Trees and the District Department of the Environ-ment (DDOE) are providing incentives for planting shade trees on private property through DDOE’s RiverSmart Homes Program.
Casey Trees and the UFA are working this summer to put watering bags, or “Ooze Tubes,” on 2,000 newly planted street trees. If you wish to receive an Ooze Tube for a new street tree, call Liz Tylander of UFA at 671-5132, or Carol Herwig of Casey Trees at 349-1907.
