	Moratorium on Cold Singles – Update
As reported in the March issue of The Buzz, the neighbors living near the string of Class B liquor stores on 15th St. were circulating a petition asking for a ban on the sale of chilled single servings of alcohol at these establishments. Over 240 signatures were collected. ANC Commissioner Nick Alberti forwarded the request to the ABC board in mid-May. He has since seen a copy of a letter from Councilmember Ambrose to the Board pledging her support for the request.  

The hearing on the matter is expected to take place in the fall.  All interested parties are encouraged to either attend or submit written testimony. It is expected that persons who signed the petition will receive notice from the Board, by mail, of the hearing date. Once the date has been determined, notice will be provided in The Buzz. The new farmer’s market has opened on H Street, N.E. between 6th and 7th streets, in the parking lot across from the H Street Self Storage building. The Saturday I went, it was an hour into its day and the neighbors were wandering in with kids and dogs to check out the wares. One booth was selling honey, another tomatoes and Asian lilies, and a third, fresh berries.  

The most impressive display was a farmer who specialized in vegetables. She had eight different kinds of greens and lettuces, newly dug potatoes and radishes. Some of her offerings were more esoteric; I bought some green pea vines as an experiment. They taste faintly like green peas and can be sauteed or wilted.  

After making my purchases, I spoke with Donne Malloy, the volunteer manning the FreshFarm Market booth, to talk about what they expect for this market, the newest of the FreshFarm markets. According to Donne, they will be adding more farmers throughout the summer. She was expecting a baker and a cheese maker to come for the June 17 market.  

It’s well worth the additional ten minute walking time from our neighborhood instead of heading for Eastern Market. If you want to 
	drive, there is plenty of parking on H Street and on the surrounding streets. All in all, the market is a great addition to the area. Check it out soon.
