	HPRB Approves Brown’s Plans 
The District government has failed to protect the neighbors and our dwindling supply of public green space. On March 27, the Historic Preservation Review Board (HPRB) approved the taking of a portion of the pocket park formed by Constitution and North Carolina Aves. at 14th St. so that Brown AME Church can build a new porch and steps onto it. This park is a contributing feature of the L’Enfant Plan, which is itself a registered Historic Landmark.
Despite the opposition of Advi-sory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) 6A, the North Lincoln Park Neighborhood Association, the Capitol Hill Restoration Society, Trees for Capitol Hill, Inc. and a petition signed by over eighty of the immediate neighbors, HPRB abrogated its responsibility to preserve the park. HPRB could have approved a revision that would have left the park intact and satisfied all parties, but chose not to. In fact, Brown’s original proposal did not include construction on park prop-erty; the porch and steps were added at the suggestion of HPRB staff.
Brown must now request a public space permit. Council-member Wells is aware of the situation and is prepared to oppose the request. He and the neighbors hope that HPRB will reconsider its position and agree to a redesign that will preserve the park as a public asset.

DPR is currently reviewing Hill Hounds’ application and will publish it in the DC Register in the next few weeks, opening up a 30-day public comment period. Hill Hounds encourages everyone who welcomes a dog park to submit a comment at that time. 	Street Tree Watering Bags
In the NLPNA area, we were fortunate to receive several new trees last fall, through the efforts of both Trees for Capitol Hill and the city. However, the trees will need supplemental water for at least their first two summers if they are to survive.

A quick blast from a hose encourages poor root development. It’s much better to let the water trickle for 20-30 minutes. Tree gators or buckets with a small hole work well. Tree gators are green or brown plastic bags or “donuts” with a slit near the top. Thanks to a grant from ANC 6A, Trees for Capitol Hill has tree gators available for use on street trees within the ANC 6A boundaries (www.anc6a.org/map). They can be filled quickly with a hose but the water is released slowly. 

If you have a recently planted street tree near your home and you have a hose, and are willing to water every week, you may apply for one of the tree gators.
