	DCRA Takes Appointments

The Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs (DCRA) has launched a pilot program that allows customers to schedule meetings with DCRA’s zoning technicians. Customers provide questions at the time an appoint-ment is made. Zoning review staff will research questions prior to the scheduled meeting so that they can provide guidance and answers. 

Here are some tips to help make zoning review meetings successful:
Bring anything that will help the zoning technician understand the project including the pending building permit application, plat (if applicable), plans, photographs, etc.
Be prepared to concisely discuss the most accurate and up-to-date information about the project.
To avoid delays, be sure to follow the requirements for building permit applications (available at DCRA and on DCRA’s website). Also, provide dimensions on all plans. Include plats – with dimensions – whenever an addition or a new building is proposed.
Appointments can be scheduled Monday – Friday, 8:15 a.m. - 4:45 p.m. by calling 442-4576 or email dcracommunications@dc.gov. Customers must provide: name, address of the project, DCRA job number, phone number, and e-mail address. Appointments are scheduled, in 15 minute intervals, for the next business day or the next available appointment.

Leaf Collection

DPW will collect leaves twice, beginning November 5. Although bagged leaves will also be collected, DPW requests that leaves be raked into loose piles in your curbside tree box space (not the street) where they will be collected with a vacuum truck. This works much more efficiently than loading bags onto packer trucks and also improves composting. 
Rake leaves into treebox spaces by the Sunday prior to one of your street’s two scheduled collection periods. For most of the NLPNA area, this will be:

• Nov. 4 for pickup between Nov. 5 and 17
• Dec. 2 for pickup between Dec. 3 and 15
For residents on the south side of East Capitol St. (or farther south):
• Nov. 18 for pickup between Nov. 19 and Dec. 1
