	Movie To Be Filmed at Eastern Market
Director Ridley Scott and Produc-tion Designer Arthur Max really like the look of Eastern Market and are planning to film the exterior of the market on Sept. 5 for Warner Brothers’ latest political thriller, “Body of Lies.” Russell Crowe will join Leonardo DiCaprio in an adaptation of the David Ignatius novel. Crowe will play Ed Hoff-man, the manipulative CIA boss who teams with operative Roger Ferris (DiCaprio) to trap a danger-ous Al Qaeda leader by planting a false rumor that the bomber is in cahoots with the Americans.
Eastern Market will double for a market in Amsterdam. It is a normal day at the market, with shoppers milling about and vendors selling flowers and other items, until a small explosion occurs in a car on 7th St., SE between North Carolina Ave. and C St. Two cars will be mechanically overturned in the street and there will be “extras” placed around the scene to add realism. All other special effects will be incorporated into the scene using computer-generated images at a studio in Los Angeles.

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	CHCF Assists Eastern Market Recovery
The Capitol Hill Community Foundation (CHCF) continues to assist with the Eastern Market recovery efforts, reports Gary Peterson, one of the organizers. 
Displaced employees were provided with good jobs and small grants to help with expenses. Grants were also made to the merchants to rent or buy refrigeration units and smaller items such as scales and tables. An advertising campaign, including radio and print advertis-ing and the Sunday morning music series, has been staged to help the vendors and the merchants on Pennsylvania Ave. and 7th St.

A location has been found for Market Pottery, which plans to reopen in September. They will receive assistance both with the move and with rent.

Substantial expenses are ex-pected as the merchants move into the East Hall; they need a number of small items to start operations. You can help. Visit the CHCF booth on Sundays to make a dona-tion or buy a tee shirt or tote bag.
