	Get Out the Vote!
DC elected officials made the 2004 Democratic Presidential primary the first in the nation to call attention to our lack of voting representation in Congress and the limitations Con-gress imposes on our local elected government. A large voter turnout will send a message that residents of DC demand the same rights as other Americans. Only 8.3 percent of registered Democrats voted in the last presidential primary. We need to do better this time.

The Tuesday, January 13 primary will be run by the DC Board of Elections and Ethics at all regular polling places. Write-ins are allowed.

The National Democratic Party does not recognize the new primary date (it is before Iowa and New Hampshire), so this will be an “advisory” primary. To determine the number ofconvention delegates allocated to Presidential candidates, the DC Democratic Party will hold a caucus in each ward from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. on Saturday, February 14. The Ward 6 polling place has not yet been determined but will be reported in the February Buzz.

	New PSA Boundaries

There has been discussion for several months now about new boundaries for the Metropolitan Police Department district boundaries and for the Police Service Area (PSA) boundaries within the districts. 

Currently, most of the NLPNA area is within the Fifth District, except for a few blocks just north of Lincoln Park which are in the First District. Under the new plan, all of NLPNA are will be in 1D, the boundary having been moved north to Florida Ave. and Benning Rd. This is a welcome change, as it should result in more police attention in our neighborhood.

While the Police District boundaries have been set for several months, the PSA boundaries have not been confirmed. It is expected that they will follow the plan recommended by ANC 6A and neighborhood organizations. This plan is outlined in the map below.  This plan has several advantages over earlier versions. Most notably, neither H St. nor 15th St. is divided.
